Example: 

1. Which of the following is a double helix shaped molecule with pairs of nitrogen bases?  

I chose RNA, which is incorrect because RNA is a single stranded molecule. I should have chosen DNA which has a double helix shaped because it is made up of two sides of a ‘ladder’ that are made of sugars and phosphates and ‘rungs of the ladder’ that are made of nitrogen bases.
